The Advisory Board of the Equal Opportunity for Women in the Workplace Agency will meet today for the last time. 

The Advisory Board was established with Commonwealth funding to 30 June 2002 to assist with the transition from the Affirmative Action Act 1986 to the new Act. 
I wish to publicly congratulate the Board on a job well done.    

With the Board’s assistance the Agency has made substantial progress over the past three years.  The Board played a key role in the lead up to, and during, the first reporting period under the new Act.

The Board has helped build strong partnerships between the Agency and the wider community.  As a result the Agency is now more responsive to the needs of its stakeholders.

The Advisory Board also helped the Agency to successfully establish Business Achievement Awards and the ‘Employer of Choice for Women’ citations. 

The Agency (which will continue to operate and which has a budget of $3,020,000 for 2002/3) oversees the Equal Opportunity for Women in the Workplace Act 1999, which replaced the Affirmative Action Act 1986.  The Act requires private sector organisations with 100 employees or more to report on initiatives to improve equal employment opportunities for women.
